fixing points. 
 

3. Slide covers over mounting flanges, ensuring the raised 
edges of the flange lines up with the dimples of the flange 
cover. Twist and lock into place. 
 

4. Check the unit is level to finish installation.  
▪ Note: Apply ample silicone around the fixings to avoid 

water ingress.
